HEDIS Measure Description

Assesses the percentage of members 18-75 years of age with diabetes (type 1 or type 2) 
whose Hemoglobin A1c (HbA1c) levels are considered well controlled (< 8.0%) or poorly 
controlled (>9.0%). 

The most recent HbA1c test result submitted will be used in the performance rate calculation.

Coding 

The table below shows CPT Level 2 (CPT II) codes you should use to specify a member’s 
HbA1c level.

Description CPT II code

HbA1c level < 7.0 3044F

HbA1c level ≥ 7.0 and < 8.0 3051F

HbA1c level ≥ 8.0 and ≤ 9.0 3052F

HbA1c level > 9.0 3046F
